Have You Tried … Nothing?

◼ 1 Peter 5: “Clothe yourselves 
with humility toward one another, 
for GOD IS OPPOSED TO THE PROUD , 
BUT GIVES GRACE TO THE HUMBLE ☺.

6 Therefore humble yourselves under 
the mighty hand of God, that He may 
exalt you at the proper time,

◼
7 casting all your anxiety on Him, 
because He cares for you.”



The life God bestows is 
imparted not once for all , 
but each moment 
continuously, by the 
unceasing operation of his 
mighty power. Humility, the 
place of entire dependence 
on God , is from the very 
nature of things, the first 
duty and the highest virtue 
of the creature. In fact it is 
the root of every virtue. 

And so pride, or the loss of 
this humility, is the root of 
every sin and evil!



Nothing in a Nutshell

◼ Humility is the process of becoming less and 
less, so that God can become more and 
more. We are TERRIBLE at this!!!

◼ The art of becoming NOTHING, so GOD CAN 
BE EVERYTHING in our lives; sounds nuts!

◼ We haven’t been taught this; really been 
taught the opposite of this: Do better and 
try harder. Make yourself more spiritual.

◼ But God wants us to be SMALLER so His 
Greatness and Glory can be revealed in us!!



People Think Humility is Hard

◼ You have to discipline yourself and fight 
your flesh and subdue it to achieve humility

◼ And that it involves a battle with 
selfishness and sin that you have to deny 
and resist and you have to constantly focus 
on doing better and trying harder in order 
to achieve true humility and be more like 
Jesus

◼ But that is a trap, because you can’t come 
close to achieving humility by trying harder 
to be humble!!



But That is Backwards
◼ Humility isn’t doing better or trying harder

◼ Humility is simply the art of surrendering to 
the love and peace and joy and rest that 
God offers us every minute of our lives 

◼ So that in the middle of situations that 
normally produce anger and frustration and 
stress and strife and jealousy and 
bitterness and self-pity and manipulation, 
we instead surrender to His loving embrace 
and crawl into His lap, and say Abba, I am 
trusting you with this. It is too big for me.



Take the LAFBE Road

◼ deeply loved by God, 

◼ fully accepted by God, 

◼ completely and permanently forgiven by 
God, 

◼ lavishly blessed by God, 

◼ and eternally, perfectly embraced by 
God as his child; a child who brings Him 
unspeakable JOY
