The Main Main Thing (1 Cor 2)
And when I came to you, brethren, I did 
not come with superiority of speech or of 
wisdom, proclaiming to you the testimony 
of God. 2 For I determined to know nothing 
among you except Jesus Christ, and Him 
crucified. 3 I was with you in weakness and 
in fear and in much trembling, 4 and my 
message and my preaching were not in 
persuasive words of wisdom, but in 
demonstration of the Spirit and of power 
5 so that your faith would not [c]rest on the 
wisdom of men, but on the power of God.

Then I Saw With New Eyes

◼ Vs 43 – and everyone was feeling a 
sense of AWE (at church, really??)

◼ Gk Phobos – from “to run away out of fear”

◼ But obviously people weren’t doing that

◼ Can also mean reverential fear or respect 
arising from recognizing that you are in the 
overwhelmingly powerful, holy and glorious 
presence of God and you are both humbled 
by it and attracted to it

◼ Moses and the Burning Bush



The Awe-full (Awesome) Truth

◼ The powerful, personal participating presence 
of God was right in the middle of 
EVERYTHING

◼ They weren’t just attracted to Jesus stories or 
free hotdogs or even works of charity

◼ They were joyfully uplifted and wonderfully 
transformed as they experienced the reality 
of the LIFE OF GOD MOVING AMONG THEM.

◼ And they were changed – EVERYTHING was 
changed as they lost themselves in Him



Soaking in the Glory of God

Ephesians 3:20 Now to Him who is able to 
do far more abundantly beyond all that we 
ask or think, according to the power that 
works within us, 21 to Him be the glory 
in the church and in Christ Jesus to all 
generations [n]forever and ever. Amen.

◼ The totally unprecedented outpouring of 
His Love and His Presence drew them 
deeper and closer to HIM
