Ps 69:9
9 For zeal for your house has 

consumed me, and the reproaches of 
those who reproach you have fallen on 

me.



Isa 53:5
5 But He was pierced through for our 

transgressions, He was crushed for our 
iniquities; the chastening for our well-

being {fell} upon Him, and by His 
scourging we are healed.



Gal 3:13-14
13 Christ redeemed us from the curse of 
the Law, having become a curse for us-- 

for it is written, "CURSED IS EVERYONE 
WHO HANGS ON A TREE"--

14 in order that in Christ Jesus the 
blessing of Abraham might come to the 
Gentiles, so that we would receive the 

promise of the Spirit through faith.



Heb 2:9

9 But we do see Him who was made for a little 

while lower than the angels, {namely}  Jesus, 

because of the suffering of death crowned with 

glory and honor, so that by the grace of God He 

might taste death for everyone.



1 Pet 3:18
18 For Christ also died for sins once 

for all, {the} just for {the} unjust, so 
that He might bring us to God, having 

been put to death in the flesh, but 
made alive in the spirit;



Isa 53:12
12 Therefore, I will allot Him a portion 

with the great, and He will divide the 
booty with the strong; because He 

poured out himself to death, and was 
numbered with the transgressors; yet 

He himself bore the sin of many, and 
interceded for the transgressors.



Heb 9:28
28 so Christ also, having been offered 

once to bear the sins of many, will 
appear a second time for salvation 
without {reference to} sin, to those 

who eagerly await Him.



1 Pet 2:24
24 and He Himself bore our sins in His 

body on the cross, so that we might die 
to sin and live to righteousness; for by 

His wounds you were healed.



I Jn 3:5
5 You know that He appeared in order 

to take away sins; and in Him there is 
no sin.

HIS LOVE IS UNCHANGEABLE

John 13:1
1 Now before the Feast of the 

Passover, Jesus knowing that His hour 
had come that He would depart out of 
this world to the Father, having loved 
His own who were in the world, He loved 

them to the end.



HIS LOVE IS DIVINE

John 15:9
9 "Just as the Father has loved Me, I 
have also loved you; abide in My love.

(NAU)



HIS LOVE IS SELF-SACRIFICING

John 15:13
13 "Greater love has no one than this, 

that one lay down his life for his 
friends.



HIS LOVE IS INSEPARABLE

Rom 8:35
35 Who will separate us from the love 
of Christ? Will tribulation, or distress, 

or persecution, or famine, or 
nakedness, or peril, or sword?



HIS LOVE GUIDES & CONTROLS US

2 Cor 5:14-15
14 For the love of Christ controls us, 
having concluded this, that one died 

for all, therefore all died;
15 and He died for all, so that they 

who live might no longer live for 
themselves, but for Him who died and 

rose again on their behalf.



HIS LOVE DECLARES US TO BE A SACRIFICE

Gal 2:20
20 "I have been crucified with Christ; 

and it is no longer I who live, but Christ 
lives in me; and the {life} which I now 
live in the flesh I live by faith in the 

Son of God, who loved me and gave 
Himself up for me.
