Hebrews 9:24-26
24 For Christ is not entered into the holy places 

made with hands, which are the figures of the 
true; but into heaven itself, now to appear in 

the presence of God for us:
25 Nor yet that he should offer himself often, as 

the high priest entereth into the holy place 
every year with blood of others;

26 For then must he often have suffered since 
the foundation of the world: but now once in the 
end of the world hath he appeared to put away 

sin by the sacrifice of himself.



Hebrews 9:27-28
27 And as it is appointed unto men once to die, but 

after this the judgment:
28 So Christ was once offered to bear the sins of 
many; and unto them that look for him shall he 

appear the second time without sin unto 
salvation.



Hebrews 10:9-11
9 Then said he, Lo, I come to do thy will, O God. He 
taketh away the first, that he may establish 

the second.
10 By the which will we are sanctified through 

the offering of the body of Jesus Christ once for 
all.

11 And every priest standeth daily ministering 
and offering oftentimes the same sacrifices, 

which can never take away sins:



Hebrews 10:12-14
12 But this man, after he had offered one 

sacrifice for sins for ever, sat down on the right 
hand of God;

13 From henceforth expecting till his enemies be 
made his footstool.

14 For by one offering he hath perfected for 
ever them that are sanctified.



Ephesians 1:18-20
 The eyes of your understanding being 

enlightened; that ye may know what is the hope 
of his calling, and what the riches of the glory 

of his inheritance in the saints,
19 And what is the exceeding greatness of his 

power to usward who believe, according to the 
working of his mighty power,

20 Which he wrought in Christ, when he raised him 
from the dead, and set him at his own right hand 

in the heavenly places,



Ephesians 1:2-6
2 Grace be to you, and peace, from God our Father, and from 

the Lord Jesus Christ.
3 Blessed be the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who 

hath blessed us with all spiritual blessings in heavenly 
places in Christ:

4 According as he hath chosen us in him before the foundation 
of the world, that we should be holy and without blame 

before him in love:
5 Having predestinated us unto the adoption of children by 

Jesus Christ to himself, according to the good pleasure of his 
will,

6 To the praise of the glory of his grace, wherein he hath 
made us accepted in the beloved.



• That means we are not at odds or at war with 
Him now. 

• Everything between us and God is alright. 

• By Jesus' sacrifice, God gave us grace and 
peace. 

• All spiritual blessings that God can ever give 
anybody are at our disposal right now, 
because we are included in Jesus Christ. 



Jesus is your acceptance before God. 

• God made us accepted in the beloved. 

• The man Jesus Christ alone is acceptable to 
God. 

• God said, "This is my beloved son in whom I am 
well pleased," when Jesus Christ was baptized.. 



• In His incarnation as a man, Jesus is spotless 
before God. 

• AND WE ARE ACCEPTED IN THE BELOVED. 

• We are IN HIM. 

• We were baptized into Him and that makes us 
accepted to God, because Christ alone is 

acceptable to God, and we are IN HIM. 



Ephesians 1:12
 That we should be to the praise of his 

glory, who first trusted in Christ.



• And we read that God made everyone in 
the Church accepted by putting them IN 

the Beloved -- Jesus Christ. 



Ephesians 2:13
 But now in Christ Jesus ye who 

sometimes were far off are made 
nigh by the blood of Christ.



Ephesians 2:14
 For he is our peace, who hath made both 

one, and hath broken down the middle 
wall of partition between us;



Ephesians 2:15-16
 Having abolished in his flesh the enmity, even 

the law of commandments contained in 
ordinances; for to make in himself of twain one 

new man, so making peace;
16 And that he might reconcile both unto God in 
one body by the cross, having slain the enmity 

thereby:



Ephesians 4:2-3
 With all lowliness and meekness, with 

longsuffering, forbearing one another in 
love;

3 Endeavouring to keep the unity of the 
Spirit in the bond of peace.

 I therefore, the prisoner of the Lord, 
beseech you that ye walk worthy of 

the vocation wherewith ye are called
