fear him, and his righteousness unto 

children's children; 



17.To such as keep his covenant, and to 

those that remember his 

commandments to do them. 



Jude 17-22 
But, beloved, remember ye the words 

which were spoken before of the apostles 
of our Lord Jesus Christ; 

How that they told you there should be 
mockers in the last time, who should walk 

after their own ungodly lusts. 
These be they who separate themselves, 

sensual, having not the Spirit. 



But ye, beloved, building up yourselves on 
your most holy faith, praying in the 

Holy Ghost, 
Keep yourselves in the love of God, looking 
for the mercy of our Lord Jesus Christ unto 

eternal life. 
And of some have compassion, making a 

difference: 



Luke 6:37 
37 Judge not, and ye shall not be 

judged: condemn not, and ye shall not be 
condemned: forgive, and ye shall be 

forgiven:

“Blessed are the merciful,” Jesus said,

Matt 12:31-32 
31. Wherefore I say unto you, All manner of sin and 

blasphemy shall be forgiven unto men: but the 
blasphemy against the Holy Ghost shall not be 

forgiven unto men. 
 

31. And whosoever speaketh a word against the 
Son of man, it shall be forgiven him: but 

whosoever speaketh against the Holy Ghost, it 
shall not be forgiven him, neither in this world, 

neither in the world to come. 



1. John 2:1-2 
1 My little children, these things write I 

unto you, that ye sin not. And if any man sin, 
we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus 

Christ the righteous: 
2 And he is the propitiation for our sins: and 

not for ours only, but also for the sins of 
the whole world. 



1 John 2:1-6  
I write this, dear children, to guide you 

out of sin. But if anyone does sin, we 
have a Priest-Friend in the presence of 

the Father: Jesus Christ, righteous 
Jesus.  

 When he served as a sacrifice for our 
sins, he solved the sin problem for 

good — not only ours, but the whole 
world's.  



3. Here's how we can be sure that we know God in 
the right way: Keep his commandments.  

 
3. If someone claims, "I know him well!" but doesn't 

keep his commandments, he's obviously a liar. 
His life doesn't match his words.  

4. But the one who keeps God's word is the person 
in whom we see God's mature love. This is the 

only way to be sure we're in God.  
5. Anyone who claims to be intimate with God 

ought to live the same kind of life Jesus lived.  



When we sin, we will be convicted first.

• Tried second
• Tested third 

• And punished 4th if we haven’t learned yet and 
the test will become more intense until we get 

over it or it destroys us! 



Or, if we repent and quit those sins
  

• We are blessed, 
• Feel better, 

• And we get rewarded.

STRONGER THAN 

God’s mercy!



• The whispers as she passed by.
• The glances.
